ÁManufacturers, suppliers and importers must 
label containers of chemicals.
ÁIMMEDIATE HAZARD WARNING.



1. Nameof hazardous chemical, as it appears 
on the MSDS andchemical list

2. Appropriate hazard warning in English
Á Other languages may be added as long as the 

English warning is present
3. Name and addressof the manufacturer, 

importer, or supplier.

If any one of the three is missing, the material 
should not be accepted.
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*Manufacturer is not 
required on workplace
